Close Finish for Top Prize at Grenada Sailing Festival 2011
The closest points finish ever for the 2011 Overall Festival Winner in this year’s Grenada Sailing Festival based at Camper & Nicholsons Port Louis Marina was a perfect end to one of the most closely fought and best quality sailing events since its beginning in 1994.
In the Budget Marine and Camper & Nicholsons Port Louis Racing Series sailed on the last two days of the Festival’s International yacht racing based at Port Louis Marina, competition became even tighter, with skippers and crews demonstrating some high class sailing skills and racing tactics. The closest battle was fought out in the Cruising 1 Class between Grenada’s Peter ‘Champie’ Evans with his Swan 48 Julia and Trinidad’s Peter Morris in Jaguar, a Frers 43.  Over the four days of the event these two skippers alternated winning positions, so that all rested on the final race of the Festival. Peter Morris and Jaguar took the first place and the Class in one of the closest ever finishes and went on to take the coveted 2011 Festival Winner title.
There was more close competition for final Class placings in the Racing & Cruising 2 Classes. Two past Overall Festival Winners James Dobbs with Lost Horizon and Peter Peake in Storm had a tough battle in the Racing Class, with Lost Horizon taking first. In the Cruising 2 Class the Austrian yacht Rasmus and two Carriacou yachts Glacier and Bloody Mary had been the three key contenders throughout the Festival, with the final result going to Carriacou’s Jerry Stewart and Bloody Mary in front of Dieter Huppenkothen and Rasmus. The traditional Carriacou Sloop Glacier and her crew from Windward took third – a great achievement in their first Festival.
There was one more local success story in the final results, Grenada’s Robbie Yearwood with Die Hard took first ahead of Trinidad’s Stephen Bushe with Ambushe, and Gus Reader from Barbados in Glory Daze in the all-Caribbean J24 Class.
