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Petite Martinique Takes Champion of Champions Prize

 at Grenada Sailing Festival Digicel Work Boat Regatta 2011

Petite Martinique returned to the top prize position once more at the 2011 Grenada Sailing Festival Digicel Work Boat Regatta held on Grand Anse Beach over the Independence week-end. In the much awaited GSF16 Match Race Final the fight was on between Petite Martinique and Gouyave right from the start line. Positions changed again and again as the marks were rounded over the course, but it was Petite Martinique that finally crossed the line first to take the title, the trophy and the US$1,000.00 prize. Gouyave held on to the second place and took the US$500.00 prize, with the third place prize of US$250.00 going to Carriacou.  Petite Martinique returns to the top position after taking second place last year and winning in 2009.  

 
One of the biggest crowds ever watched high octane racing on the water between the sailing communities of Carriacou, Gouyave, Grand Mal, Petite Martinique, Sauteurs and Woburn. There were all the well known competitors including Riot Act, Classic, Unity, Endeavour, Swift, Planass, Top Ranking, Now For Now and Etierone, but this year they were joined by new competitors with newly built boats -  48 Hours, Wet, Voop, Pattern, Clorox, Confidence -  and the atmosphere was charged.

The racing was as tough as ever and in the National Team Sailing GSF16 Match Race Finals all Communities got a place: Gouyave taking first in the United Insurance Senior event in front of Petite Martinique and Sauteurs, and in the Junior event sponsored by Coca Cola and Budget Marine the crew from Carriacou took first place, Woburn took second with Sauteurs once again in third.


For the first time on Grand Anse Beach the crowd was also treated to a show of talent from Grenada’s young sailors in a Junior Dinghy Racing Championship hosted by the Grenada Sailing Festival, organised by the Grenada Yacht Club and Gouyave Sailing School and sponsored by Budget Marine and Coca Cola. Fourteen young sailors took part and handled the windy conditions well. The results were as follows: Optimist Class: First Place Noah Bullen; second place Ryan Morain; third place Brent McQueen. Mosquito Class: First Place Quesi Paul; Second Place  Justin James; Third Place Mozart St.John.

Over the two day event the crowd enjoyed great live entertainment, games and activities including Fun Five-Aside Football sponsored by Courts, and  Beach Aerobics, Fitness Challenge, a Strong Man competition and Tug ‘O War sponsored by Body & Soul Gym, providing great prizes of free membership and entry vouchers. There were arts and crafts on sale, and food stalls in a Community Kitchen, where all the best traditional dishes were on offer. The whole event was rounded off with a wonderful firework display courtesy of Spice Island Fireworks, ending with a set piece in the country’s National colours - a true high spot of the week-end Independence celebrations.
